The pre-conference tour featuring Lincoln
sites is already completely full. The post-con-
ference tour, under Bryon Andreasen’s direction, will continue the theme of the interconnections between
Lincoln’s Illinois and the Mormons. After the Sunday devotional in the First Presbyterian Church where the
Lincoln family worshipped, the tour will trace Joseph Smith’s route to and from Springfield for his trial in
the winter of 1842-43, and then stop by Carthage before arriving in Nauvoo. After dinner, participants will
visit the Joseph Smith properties and conclude the evening with a readers’ theater (actually a mock trial) en-
titled “‘God Will Execute His Vengeance in Good Time’: The Trial of Joseph Smith’s Accused Murders.”

Monday will feature a tour of Mormon settlements in Hancock County and also time to explore Nauvoo
itself. On Monday evening participants in the Nauvoo Pageant will perform and present a behind-the-scenes look
at that production. This will provide an in-depth view of this more historically accurate pageant. On Tuesday the
tour will stop by the Lincoln-Douglas Debate Square exhibits in Quincy before returning to Springfield by noon.

Come enjoy six days at the MHA 2009 Springfield conference. Or if you cannot come for all days, come
three, or two, but at least one. The MHA conference in its forty-four years has never before been held in Spring-
field.

Carolyn Tanner Irish Humanities Building N
at the University of Utah Dedicated

On October 3, 2008, the College of Humanities at the University of Utah held a dedica-
tory celebration for the new Carolyn Tanner Irish Humanities Building. Named in honor of the
Right Reverend Carolyn Tanner Irish, bishop of the Episcopal Diocese of Utah, the building hous-
es the Tanner Humanities Center as well as the University history and philosophy departments.

Of special note to members of the Mormon History Association are the three rooms in the new
building named in honor of the late Dean L. May, past president of MHA. The third floor of the CTIHB
is home to the Dean L. May Graduate Reading Room. Across the hall is the Dean L. May Library for
the History of Utah and the American West. The library is starting small with books on Utah, Mormon,
and Western history donated by members of the history department faculty, Cheryl May and the Mor-
mon History Association. Each year an endowment will allow for the purchase of additional books to
build the collection. Recipients of the Dean L. May graduate fellowship in the history of the American
West will have preferred lending privileges at the library. Finally, across the hall is the Dean L. May Pro-
fessor of Utah History Office, a room with a commanding view looking West across the Salt Lake Valley.
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Brandon Metcalf Appointed New MHA Historian/Archivist

Newell Bringhurst recently resigned his post as Mormon History Association’s historian. Dur-
ing Bringhurst’s six years as historian, he accomplished a significant amount of work, collecting and
document the history of the Mormon History Association. Newell conducted some 20 interviews, includ-
ing past MHA Presidents and past Executive Secretaries. He also worked with both Pat Scott and Linda
Thatcher in evaluating and putting together a preliminary guide of the contents of the MHA Archives—
currently housed at Utah State History. A third activity was working directly with various officers with-
in MHA in presenting the broad outlines of MHA’s history to the membership of the organization. This
was done through a series of articles published in the MHA newsletter on the occasion of the 40th anni-
versary of the organization’s founding. Bringhurst also organized and presided a over roundtable plenary
luncheon session for the 2006 MHA Conference at Casper, Wyoming entitled “The Founding and Early
Years of MHA: A Forty Year Retrospective.” As MHA historian, Bringhurst laid an important groundwork
for documenting our organization’s history. We thank him for his years of hard work and service to MHA!

We are pleased to announce that Brandon Metcalf of the Utah State Archives has accepted a three-
year appointment as MHA historian/archivist. Metcalf is a native of northern California and has been em-
ployed as an archivist at the Utah State Archives in Salt Lake City since 2004. He received a master’s de-
gree from California State University, Sacramento in Public History and a bachelor's degree in History from
Brigham Young University. For the past two years he has served on the MHA Best Articles Awards Sub-
committee, and he is excited to carry on the important work of documenting the history of our organization.

Passing of MHA Members

Greg Franzwa, died on March 29, 2009, from pancreatic cancer. Greg
was a founding member of the Oregon-California Trails Association.
He and his wife, Kathy, founded Patrice Press in Tucson, Arizona (later

moving to Grantsville, Utah). For more than forty years Patrice has pub-
lished western history and guides to American’s pioneer trails. Greg was
also a MHA member, conference presenter, and conference exhibitor.

Larry H. Miller, died on February 20, 2009, from complica-
tions related to diabetes. Larry was a Utah businessman, own-
er of the NBA’s Utah Jazz, and a philanthropist. He was in-
terested in Mormon history and a MHA member, as well as a
major sponsor of the LDS Church’s Joseph Smith Papers Project.

Jean Bickmore White, died on March 3, 2009, after a 6 year bat-
tle with Alzheimer’s Disease. Jean was an emerita professor of po-
litical science at Weber State University and the author of numerous
books and articles most notably the classic, “Charter for Statehood:
the Story of Utah’s State Constitution.” She was also a longtime
MHA member and served for more than a decade on the Executive
Committee and Editorial Board of the Journal of Mormon History.

The Home and the Homeland:
Families in Diverse Mormon Traditions

The forty-fifth annual conference of the Mormon History Association will be held May 27-30, 2010 at the Kan-
sas City Sports Complex Hotel in Kansas City, MO. It has been twenty-five years since the last MHA con-
ference was held in Missouri. The 2010 theme, “The Home and the Homeland: Families in Diverse Mor-
mon Traditions” recognizes the family as a central social and religious institution within Mormon traditions.

Mormon traditions (also called Restoration traditions) have historically recognized the family and
home as the spatial, social, and emotional place where men, women, and children become religious and moral
people. Fatherhood and motherhood have been interpreted as religious, as well as biological and social roles.

Papers and panels on all aspects of the history and practice of famlly life in all Restoration tradi-
tions are welcomed. Since Independence, Missouri, serves as the “homeland” to dozens of Restoration tra-
ditions, we especially encourage papers that examine or compare lesser studied groups. Of special note,
2010 marks the sesquicentennial of Joseph Smith III’s ordination as leader of the Community of Christ and
the twenty-fifth anniversary of its first priesthood ordinations of women. Both events sparked contro-
versy and caused the re-examination of how family roles shaped religious practices. Presenters could ex-
plore religious interpretation of the family, gender roles within the family, the Mormon religious experi-
ence within families, children and childhood, Mormon domestic architecture, or Mormon material culture.

MHA invites and actively seeks proposals for complete sessions, panels, and other presentations. While we
encourage presentations related to the theme, we also welcome other proposals. While the Program Committee will
give preference to complete two or three paper session proposals, individual paper proposals will be considered.
Please send an abstract of the paper (no more than 300 words) that outlines your argument and the sources that will be
used plus ashort CV (no longer than two pages) for each speaker. Previously published papers will not be considered.
